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BASIC OUTLINE OF PROGRAMS  
·  All MAYBA programs are in the evening (except traveling teams and 11, 12, 13 yr old 

end of year In-House tournaments). 
·  Each team has its own coaching staff (volunteers are needed) 
·  All teams age 6-18 will be re-selected each year 
·  Players in the MAYBA programs may not participate in another baseball program’s games 

during the MAYBA season unless that program is approved by the MAYBA board of 
directors.  Non-compliance will result in removal from the MAYBA program without 
refund of players fees.

Team Development 
For ages 6 thru10, players are placed on a team by area of town when possible given current 
registrations. The designation of the three different areas of town are determined by public 
grade school areas: 

North Mankato:   Hoover & Monroe  school  areas  
West Mankato:   Roosevelt  and  Jefferson  school  areas  
Mankato proper:  Kennedy, Washington, Franklin, and Eagle Lake School areas  

For all ages 11 thru 13, and 14/15/16 In-House programs will be selected by player 
development creating equal teams at each age(s) playing level.  

Special Requests 
We understand that our players may want to play with certain friends to have even more fun 
playing the game of baseball.  If you choose to write a request for a particular player to be on 
your team, players in age levels 6-10 (grades Kind-4th) may only request ONE name on their 
registration form. No guarantees will be made, but we will do our best. Please remember that 
we have approximately 1,100 players each year. All teams are reselected each year. No 
special requests for late signups!  Players in age levels 11 and up (grades 5 and older) may 
NOT request a specific teammate due to our team development format.

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UNIFORMS 
Ages 6, 7, 13 & 14/15/16:  All players are issued MAYBA pants, t-shirt and cap (participants keep 
the t-shirt and cap).  
Ages 8-12: All players are issued full baseball uniforms including a MAYBA cap. The MAYBA 
issued cap is the only cap allowed in games. If lost, a replacement may be purchased through the 
coach.  If UNIFORM is LOST or not returned, the PLAYER will be charged for replacement of 
the uniform. 

UNIFORM RETURN POLICY 
All uniforms must be returned promptly to your head coach at the end of the season. 

This includes MAYBA pants provided to ages 6, 7, 13 & 14/15/16 and pants & jerseys for all 
other ages.  

MAYBA FEE REFUND POLICY 
No refund of player fees will be permitted after selection of the teams for the age 

bracket of the player requesting a refund, unless specifically authorized by the Board of Directors. 
MAYBA LEAGUE RULES 

MAYBA, and all its leagues follow and adapt the National Federation of State High 
School Associations (NFHS) rules. However, each age level, from ages 6 to 18 year old leagues 
have approved MAYBA association modifications. The rules in this MAYBA handbook are a 
summary of the most often asked questions about your leagues games and rules. 

Each season your coach is given the detailed version of the MAYBA approved in--
house league rules. If you have a specific question about a rule, talk to your coach. If further 
explanation is needed, call your appropriate league representative.  
 

MAYBA EQUIPMENT 
MAYBA supplies the necessary equipment (bats, balls, helmets, tees, catcher’s 

equipment, etc) to play baseball. If you choose to purchase your own equipment (i.e. bat), below 
are MAYBA approved requirements on bats. 

General specifications applying to all bats: 
A bat shall be a smooth cylinder made of wood, aluminum, magnesium or graphite-

composite with a knob permanently & securely fastened. Bats with a one-piece rubber grip and 
knob combination shall be considered illegal. 

MAYBA In-House League specifications on bats:  
Ages 6-12: 
In diameter at thickest part…………………wood: 2 ¾ inches or less 
In diameter at thickest part…………………non-wood: 2 ¼ inches or less 
13 Yr Old League: 
All bats 2 ¼ inch diameter or less can have an unlimited weight differential. 
All bats 2 ¾ inch diameter or less must have a 9 weight differential or less (8, 7, 6, etc.) 
14-15-16 Yr Old League: 
All bats must be 2 5/8 inch diameter or less and a 3 weight differential. *  

MAYBA Travel Teams specifications on bats:  
Age  Diameter (wood)  Diameter (nonwood)  Weight/Length Differential  
13  2 ¼  inches or less  2 ¼  inches or less   Unlimited  

2 ¾  inches or less  2 ¾  inches or less   9  
14  2 ¾  inches or less 2 ¾  inches or less   5 or less *  
15  2 ¾  inches or less  2-5/8  inches or less   3  
16  2 ¾  inches or less  2 -5/8 inches or less   3  
* Please note that 14 yr old in-house bat weight differential is different than travel. 
  
For example, a 30 ounce bat that is 33 inches in length would have a differential of 3. 
Weight/length differential: The difference between a bat’s weight (ounces) and length 
(inches).  
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MAYBA SPORTSMANSHIP CODE  
1. It shall be the coach’s responsibility and obligation to keep his players under control at 

all times. A good example can teach more than how to play baseball. 
2. The actions of players, coaches, umpires and league officials must be above reproach. 
3. There will be no heckling of the umpires or the opposing team by anyone.  If the 

situation occurs, the umpire should immediately go to the coaches, who will speak to the 
fans or the players involved. If the person(s) involved continue their unsportsmanlike 
behavior, they will be asked to leave the ball park before play continues.

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MAYBA In-House  
AGE REQUIREMENTS and BY GRADE 

Again this year, each MAYBA In-House age group will have its own league (up through the 
age 13 year old in-house group). To be eligible for a particular league, a player must play at 
the age the player is on May 1st.  
*Note we will again allow a player to play with their grade if their birth date falls outside the 
scope of the statement above.  Please ask your league representative or call our office for 
details.  

IF A FALSE BIRTHDATE IS GIVEN ON THE SIGN-UP FORM, THAT CHILD CAN 
AND WILL RECEIVE A ONE-YEAR SUSPENSION FROM THE MAYBA PROGRAM.  

LEAGUE BOUNDARIES  
All leagues will have boundaries identical to the area and boundaries of School District #77. 
Players from outside the league’s boundaries will be admitted only under the team concept, 
except a player attending a school within District 77 boundaries but living outside District 
boundaries may play.

Youth pitchers will throw an amount of pitches determined by the coach. If a hit does not 
occur or if the youth pitcher cannot continue, the coach (or adult) can throw additional 
pitches and complete the inning.  Each youth pitcher will pitch a maximum of one 
inning. 

·  Each batter will have a maximum of 7 pitches to hit the ball; if after 7 pitches the ball is 
not hit into fair territory, the batter sits down and no out is recorded 

·  A 7 run rule is in effect, this includes the final inning for 9 yr olds. Once a team scores 7 
runs in their half of an inning, and play in which the 7 the run has scored is completed 
(therefore a maximum of 10 runs are possible in an inning) that inning will be declared 
over by the coaches. Note: NO 10 run rule in effect.  

·  No stealing or leading off is allowed 
·  Base runners may not advance on an overthrow at any time 
·  Metal spikes are not allowed in this league

batter counts as a walk). 
·  No player can pitch and catch in the same game for more than 4 innings. A player can 

catch more than 4 innings provided he does not pitch in that game. 
·  Walks will be called after ball 4 and strike outs after 3 strikes  
·  Base runners may advance to second by steal or wild pitch, and may only advance to third 

via a batted ball or forced by a walk. 
·  Runners may only advance home via a batted ball or forced in on a bases loaded walk  
·  Overthrows resulting from a batted ball are followed per regulation baseball rules. 
·  No rainouts will be made up or rescheduling of any games. 
·  No throwing of equipment, helmets or bats.  Penalty is a team warning or ejection. 
·  Metal spikes are not allowed in this league 
·  A 7 run rule per inning is in effect with the exception of the 6th inning where it is waived. 

The inning is over once a team has scored 7 runs in their half of an inning and the play in 
which the 7th run scores is completed (therefore 10 runs are possible ie: bases loaded 
homerun) 

·  Base runners may not leadoff 
·  No intentional walks
